While most
would recognize the Eastport-South Manor School District to be a safe place to receive an education,
no school community is ever truly immune from the threats of violence and drugs that endanger
public schools nationwide. Therefore, whenever it is possible, we will continually strive to chart a
course towards improving our campus safety.

With this in mind, we have a Safe School Helplinee available for our students and families. This
helpline is simply an additional tool we have to help prevent threats to our schools. It is designed to
assist you in reporting any wrongdoing that impacts our schools, our students, or our staff. This
reporting subsystem is available should you wish to report harmful or threatening behavior which
might include; bullying, violence, theft, drug/alcohol use, suicide, sexual harassment or weapons
possession.

Please know that in order to protect your privacy, all reports are submitted anonymously.
