Kaiser Wilhelm II

· Started a Naval Building War with Britain

· Britain signs another Entente with Russia 1907

II. Spark/Trigger to WWI – Crisis in the Balkans (____________________________)

-1908 –Austria annexed Bosnia and Herzegovina 

-Serbian leaders were outraged

· Russia offered to back Serbia in a war –neither were really prepared for war

· Germany stood firmly behind Austria – Serbia/Russia Backed down

-By 1914 Serbia had been winning a few local conflicts – Tensions were high in the region.

-6/28/14 Archduke ________________________ and his wife _________________ were visiting _______________________________ –Capital of Bosnia and were shot to death
